SUBJECT: Restructuring of Category Il Fees

This budget office coded memorandum authorizes California State University, Sacramento to revise its
listing of Category Il, mandatory campus based fees. As described in the communication sent to
Chancellor Reed on July 24, 2009, only one portion of the existing Student Body Association Fee (ASI) is
actually dedicated to and controlled by the Student Body Association. The request to divide what is
currently collected as one fee into four separate fees will allow CSU, Sacramento to more accurately
reflect the use and management of each of these mandatory fees.

The current Student Body Association Fee (ASI) at an academic year rate of $311 will be charged and
collected as four separate fees beginning in fall 2009 as follows:
